Serendipitous Philately

    Introduction by Bruce Mc Pherson

As I reflect on the circumstances in my formative years, my stamp collecting interests were, in effect, predetermined. I ‘grew-up’ in the late 1930’s. The depression was alleviating but the war clouds were heavy over Europe. Hitler and the German War Machine was daily headline news, before the event at Pearl Harbor which took us into WW2. In 1941 our country was soon at war. My military career was in the Navy, flying in Dive Bombers and Torpedo Bombers, oriented to the Pacific Theater. After my discharge in 1947, my stamp collecting interests were low priority. I soon found that my collecting interests were drawn to the country of Germany, a country with a rich history in economic and political tribulation. As with most countries, their recent history was reflected in their postal communications system. Investigating this history, to gain an insight into the stories related to their postage stamps, can be especially interesting. For example; Through a new acquaintance with another stamp collector I learned that in his younger days he had lived and attended college in Germany. His chemistry professor was a German/Jewish scientist who in 1909 had developed a means for producing Synthetic Nitrate. The process of fixing nitrogen yielded a source for abundant, low cost, fertilizer which when applied to the farm fields it would boost food production enormously.  This occurred at a time when food production was on the verge of being the limiting factor in population growth around the world. Utilizing this new and abundant source for fertilizer allowed for increased food production, which resulted in a world-wide expansion in population. This remains as the MOST IMPORTANT event for humanity in the 20th century. However, this humanitarian discovery soon showed a darker side. An abundant supply of Nitrate, as it turned out, was also useful in the development of poison gasses and other munitions useful in making war. Thus, giving Hitler the means for unprecedented power in seeking world-wide dominance. 
This twist of fate; giving high honor for the improvement of mans comfort and conversely the dishonor for devising equally great means to harm mankind seems to be treated by history as a dubious contribution. The scientist seems to have been historically dismissed. 
The scientist responsible for this discovery was Fritz Haber. In 1918, he received the Nobel Prize in Chemistry for developing the synthesis of ammonia from its elements. He was one of few men to ever receive such an award in this area as an individual. He was fleeing from the Nazi’s when he died in Basel in 1934. He was celebrated when his portrait appeared on a West Berlin stamp in 1957 (Scott 9n151, Michel 166). The design was taken from a copper etching by the well known German artist, Emil Orlick. 50 Copies were reproduced and Professor Haber gave them to his associates. His close friends were given copies with salutations and signed by the professor.
