Ukrainians Who Changed the World

Golda Meir - (figure 1 on cover) (teacher & politician) in 1906 her family moved to the United
States (Wisconsin) and in 1921 she and her husband moved to Palestine. They later joined Kibbutz
Merhavya in the Jezreel valley. She served as labor minister and foreign minister before being elected
in 1969 as the fourth Prime Minister of Israel. Moshe Sharett, Israel’s second Prime Minister, as well
as his successor Levi Eshkol were also born in the Ukraine.

Rabbi Israel ben Eliezer (Baal Shem Tov) - born in Okopy, (formally Poland) Ukraine
in 1698; founder of Hasidic Judaism (an Orthodox spiritual revivalist movement).
Baal Shem Tov literally means “One with the Good Name”. The stamp in Figure 2 on
the cover depicts the exterior of the Baal Shem Tov synagogue in Medzhybizh. The
shul was destroyed by the Nazis, but later a replica was rebuilt on the original site as
a museum.

(Figure 3 on the cover) Selman Waksman - born in Vinnytsia, Ukraine. Worked as a researcher at
Rutgers University and discovered a number of antibiotics, one of which lead to the successful treat-
ment of tuberculosis. Recipient of the Nobel Prize in Medicine in 1952. Another notable Ukrainian
Scientist was Waldemar Haffkine (microbiologist) who developed the vaccines for cholera & bubonic
plague. He was born in Odessa in 1860.

(Figure 4 on the cover) Vladimir Horowitz - born in Kyiv 1903; Considered one of the all time
greatest pianists. He trained at Kyiv Conservatory under Vladimir Puchalasky, Sergei Tarnowsky, &
Felix Blumenfeld. Horowitz’s first solo recital was in 1920 in Kharkiv. In the early 1920’s he toured
around Russia and was paid with bread, butter and chocolate instead of money due to the hardships of
the Russian civil war. In 1925 he went to Berlin to study under Artur Schnabel. He performed in
Berlin and then in places like Paris, London, and New York City. His debut performance in the
United States was at Carnegie Hall in 1928. He won 24 Grammy Awards and in 1990 was awarded
the Grammy Lifetime Achievement Award.

— school at the Central Foundation Boys’ School and later at

| Trinity College, Cambridge. He was awarded a doctorate in
| 1913 from Leipzig University in mathematics. His dissertation
was on the subject of “Gravitational Field”. He lectured at the
University of Bristol and worked as an advisor to a British
Leiprig Trinty College Caniaiimiy company developing the periscope for submarines. In 1924 he
A was a Professor of Applied Mathematics at the University of
Leeds, where much of his work involved aeronautics and the
mechanics of airplanes. In 1949 he became the 2nd President of the Hebrew University of Jerusalem.

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Boris Aronson - born in Kyiv in 1898; studied theater and art throughout Russia and Western
Europe. He apprenticed with designer Aleksandra Ekster, who introduced him to directors Vsevolod
Meyerhold and Alexander Tairov who convinced him to embrace the Constructivist style. Aronson
worked in Moscow and Berlin. In Berlin he wrote two books on Marc Chagall and Jewish graphic art.
In 1923 he moved to New York and designed sets for Yiddish Theaters and debuted on Broadway in
1932. Sets that he designed include: “The Time of Your Life” (1939); “The Rose Tatoo” (1951); “The
Crucible” (1953); “The Diary of Ann Frank” (1955); “Fiddler on the Roof” (1964); “Cabaret” (1966);

Boris Aronson cont. - “Follies” (1971); “Pacific Overtures” (1976), and his final production “The Nut-
craker” (1977) at the Metropolitan Opera for Mikhail Baryshnikov. Aronson was nominated and won
multiple Tony awards . Aronson was inducted into the American Theater Hall of Fame in 1979.

Sholem Rabinovitch (pen name - Sholem Aleichem) - born in Pereyaslav, Ukraine (1859) writer
(short stories and novels); his most famous story character is “Tevye the Dairyman” the basis for the film
and musical “Fiddler on the Roof”.

Oksana Baiul - born in Dnipro, Ukraine (1977) competitive figure skater;
1993 World Champion and 1994 Olympic Champion in ladies singles. First and
only Ukrainian skater to win a gold medal at the Winter Olympics. She has lived in
the United States since 1994.

Volodymyr Zelensky - born in Kryvyi Rih, Ukraine (1978); actor; comedian;
lawyer; politician and current President of Ukraine. At 17 he was competing on
a comedy team. In 1997 he created Karvel 95 comedy team which in 2003
began producing TV shows. He starred in the TV series “Servant of the People”
where he played the role of the Ukrainian President. In 2019 he changed

Hayim Nahman Biyalik - born near Volhynia, Ukraine in 1873; pioneer of modern

Hebrew poetry, essayist and story-teller. When Hayim was 7 his father died and he
was raised by his grandfather. When Hayim was 15 he convinced his grandfather to
. {send him to Volozhin Yeshiva in Lithuania (a famous Talmudic academy) to study under

Rabbi Naftali Zvi Yehuda Berlin. At the age of 18 Bialik moved to Odessa and worked
s a Hebrew teacher. In 1901 he published his first collective work of poetry in
Warsaw. In 1903 he interviewed survivors of the Kishinev programs and prepared a

{ report for the Jewish Historical Commission in Odessa. His findings lead to his epic

poem “In the City of Slaughter”, a powerful statement of anguish about the situation of
the Jews. He went on to write numerous poems; co-authored books and founded the
Dvir Publishing House.

<< Mila Kunis - born in Chernivtsi, Ukraine (1983); her
family fled the Ukraine to the United States when she was
seven years old. At age 14 she was an actress in the “That
‘70s Show”. She has gone on to perform in movies such as
“Forgetting Sarah Marshall” (2008); “Black Swan” (2010); “The Book of
Eli” (2010); “Friends with Benefits” (2011); “Oz the Great and Powerful” (2013),
amongst others. She and her husband, actor Ashton Kutcher have started a fund
raiser with a goal of 30 million dollars for aid to the Ukrainian people.

Only the front of the card from Saar was scanned in my website when Joachim found it and the surprising
links to his grandfather and father.

This wonderful and fantastic story doesn’t stop here. I decided to answer his nice letter and take a closer
look at the reverse side of the card. The text on the card confirmed what I had hoped to find, but realistically did
not expect. A close look at the card showed that Joachim’s grandfather’s message says: “Mutter und Kind
befinden sich wohl” which translates to “Mother and Child are well.” The message on the card is obviously
about Joachim’s father’s birth.

As I wrote back to Joachim - “I can’t imagine a better present for your father’s 100th birthday. I am so
happy that you found the card, and that you found it in time for his 100th birthday, especially considering, he is
in fact the reason that the card was written and sent. It sounds almost like a story for a book or movie. Maybe a
local newspaper will find it interesting and worth writing a story about it.
