It is postmarked with a wavey line Reykjavik
machine cancel. The “opnlst kl. 24 6 gamlaradag.” indicates that it is:
“to be opened on the stroke of midnight on New Year’s Eve”.

Spring has arrived and April Fools Day is upon us—a day devoted to deception and pranks—
playing jokes on unsuspecting family and friends—but a day without a postage stamp to represent
it. What would a stamp look like dedicated to April Fools Day?  What are the origins of April
Fool’s Day? According to the Museum of Hoaxes (based in San Diego, CA) the origins of April
Fools Day appears to have started centuries ago. One view is that it began in the 16th century by
the French when they changed the start of their calendar from March to January 1. The staunch supporters of the old
way were mocked for their stodginess and were the butt of pranks for their unwillingness to accept progress. Another
theory suggests its origin comes from the ancient Roman celebration of the “Hilaria” festival to celebrate the spring
equinox and the goddess Cybele. Those are possibilities, but not definitive. An article by the Library of Congress
indicates the first official reference to April Fools Day is found in a 1561 poem by the Flemish poet Eduard De Dene,
in which he writes about sending his servant on a variety of unnecessary tasks (which leads to the origin of the term
“fools errands”). The tradition of pulling pranks on others takes place in many countries around the world. But yet
no country has issued a postage stamp to commemorate the occasion. So here is the challenge to CFSC members—
create a postage stamp for April Fools Day.  Submit your entry to me by April 15™ and a special prize will be pre-
sented at the second meeting in April for the most popular entry. Let’s have some fun and see what ideas CFSC
members can come up with for an April Fools Day stamp.

With the arrival of spring, I am looking forward to a new year of Philatelic adventures. Besides already starting to
work on plans for FLOREX 2023 (had a group of five CFSC members to my house on Saturday, March 18th for a
lunch and discussion of FLOREX 2023).

Cover Story: An Introduction to Iceland’s Numeral Cancels
By Mike Schumacher

Background Information:
The Icelandic Postal Administration created and issued its first stamps in 1873.
The main post office was located in Reykjavik. The postal system was divided into 26 districts; (figure 1 on
the cover) each with its own supervising Post Office. Throughout the system there were two categories of
offices—"Postafgreidsla” (Post Office) and “Brefhiriding” (Receiving Offices) (BH). Post Offices
provided a full range of services and had a cancelling device with the location name. Receiving Offices
Provided limited mail collection services; initially did not have a cancelling device; were typically managed
by a trusted local resident (farmer, shopkeeper, priest) and often named for the farm, church or village where
the manager lived. In 1893, the Icelandic Postal Administration decided that the Brethiridings should have a
canceling device, thus the creation of “Crown and Posthorn” cancelling devices. (figure 2 on front cover)
The devices were made of rubber and contained the name of the Brethiriding (but they did not prove to be
very durable or practical). The rubber would deteriorate and when a Brefhiriding moved to a new location
the canceller would also move, but now contained the wrong location name.

Thus in 1903, the Icelandic Postal Administration created the Numeral Cancels, also known as “NICs”
(number-in-circle cancels). These devices were made out of metal and proved to be far more durable and
could be moved to various locations as needed when a Brefhiriding relocated. (Examples: figure 3)

A total of 300 numbers were used, on a total of 310 cancellers (some were damaged or lost and
had to be replaced) and used at a total of 538 locations—487 farms, 17 boats or ships, 31 villages and 6 islands. A
number of the cancellers moved to various locations over time due to such things as people moved away from the
farm or the Brefhiriding was upgraded to a Post Office. Only 63 of the NICs remained at their initial assigned location

throughout the duration of their usage.

The NICs were primarily used between 1903 and 1930, with some used until the 1960°s. The first 173 NICs were
put into service in 1903. They were assigned to the District supervising Post Offices in the following order: (figure 4)
NIC numbers 174 through 300 were put into use as needed at new location or to replace lost or damaged devices.

Hraungerdi (1-12) Oddi (13-21) Kirkjubaejarklauster  (22-25)
Borgir (26-28) Egilsstadir (29-38) Eskifjordur (39-43)
Seydisfjordur  (44-46) Vopnafjordur  (47) Grenjadarstadur (48-58)
Akureyri (59-73) Vidimyri (74-85) Saudarkrokur (86)
Blonduos (87-92) Stadur [Hrutafjordur] (93-106) Isafjordur (107-122)

NIC’s were assigned to BH’s in alphabetical order within the postal district.

Distribution and assignment of the NICs started in the Arnessysla Postal District

For the Philatelist interested in completing a collection of the NICs, there are a number of significant challenges.
These challenges include: a number of Brefhiridings were located in very remote locations around Iceland where few
people lived, very little mail was sent to and from, and delivery may have only occurred a few times a year and some
NICs were only used for a short period of time; examples of some NICs are extremely rare on stamps and even rarer
known on cover. There are no known examples of some NICs on cover and many NICs on
stamps have less than ten known examples. One example of this is NIC # 76—Goodalir farm
— not known on cover and only nine examples known on stamps. (figure 5) This example is
on the 1937 King Christian X Silver Jubilee issue stamp that was only sold between May 14, 1937
and December 31, 1937 and only valid for usage until April 30, 1938.

Case #319: George Washington Gashed

Bl About 8 years ago [ purchased a 2 shoebox accumulation of earlier US stamps all sorted into
glassines, that [ intended to hunt for Washington Franklin

varieties from a local country auction in NY. After a very disappointing look though the Wash-

ington Franklin’s, I turned to the earlier stuff looking for grills and cancels. Still nothing. Then I

turned to the 8 envelopes of the #319. Because this variety is shown in the Scott

catalog, I said, let’s look for it. Low and behold I found one in envelope 7.

Funny enough I scared my wife when I screamed YES, got one. [ was super excited as it is quite rare.

This repeating plate error is due to a deep scratch on the plate.
Even more interesting this variety has a curiosity associated with it. The gash “# 319 Gash on face”
appearance can appear in 2 different ways! It is theorized that if the plate operator
wiped the plate in one direction the gash appears as seen on the picture. If it is
wiped in the opposite way it actually appears as 2 lines. I cannot find an
image, but it appears to be more scarce than the single line. I believe the
image is of my original stamp, which I ended up selling to a specialist
several years ago. This variety is unpriced in Scott, only denoted with a dash, which
indicates they did not know what to price it, or had no data, as there were no auction
results. After discussions with the specialist I sold it to, he felt it had a value of about
$600-$800, and I sold it to him for $300 if my memory serves. I had only paid $25
for the auction lot. So I made out well, he made out well, and was able to get a few
things I needed for my primary classic US collection as a result.
There are so many interesting things out there to find.

Case #634: Washington’s Mysterious Long Ear

; <=
Last December | stumbled across this very interesting piece OLSHE IO EE LR LS

at the FLOREX Stamp Show. US Scott #634 with the

“Long Ear Recut”. It is a listed variety in the Scott Specialized
catalogue, but it is actually very badly photographed/
illustrated.

The example | have is in the center of a block of 9 stamps
— which most of the original examples were collected this way.
The normal stamp is on the Left and the long ear is on the right.
Note the hard line cut through the center of the ear — making it
look like the Greek letter Phi.

This is a fairly scarce variety — but they are available as they
were found shortly after production. They are from Plate 20342
UR position 34. So if you find an upper right pane of 634 with plate # 20342 you have this variety.

It is unknown why the ear was recut — but most likely the engraver saw something during plate production that was
wrong and tried correcting it. He did a good enough job to use the plate, but left an interesting
variety for us collectors.

This variety actually carries a hefty price tag in the $200+ range — but can often be had for less. But make sure it is
properly identified as | have seen many incorrectly identified for sale.

Last month | also obtained an excellent group of US errors, and varieties as part of a collection Robert
Taylor recently acquired. Thanks Robert!!! Over the next 6 months | will highlight several of those,
including some excellent color shifts, missing colors, imperforate between, and more, so stay tuned.

Stupid eBay, #5 & #6 Out of This World — For Sure!

Buckle up — here we go down the rabbit hole of the weird.

Description: “Rare Stamps US George Washington 2c Red Used
Colorado Springs 1920 Across Face”. Listed at $5,000. Offered for
$3,888 for 48 hours. Unsold.

You might notice that there is absolutely no claim as to what specific
stamp this is. Yes, it does have a nice circular date cancel, but the value
is at most maybe $5 to someone who collects dated stamps — that is a far
cry from $5,000!

Description: “US # 300 (1902) 1c - EFO: Guide Line Cross with 4 Corner. 1/400
Scarce!!”. Listed at $199.95, with free shipping.

This listing has been active for at least 10 months with no takers. The seller goes into great
detail to explain how the guidelines appear and even includes a diagram. All of the verbiage
is basically correct. The seller does manage to ignore the fact that there were 823 plates used
to produce this particular stamp which resulted in countless millions of impressions — thus
being a very common work-horse stamp of the era. (There are no records of the total
production, however it easily could have reached 1 billion plus.) It is not even worth ten
cents in my opinion.

Description: “US SCN 4806d (2013) $2(x6) MNH- S98 w/PSE
| Cert-Un- INVERTED CENTER - Rare/Scarce 100 sheets were
printed. Only 32 found. Rare Scarce”. Priced at $6,000,000.

- Offered with free economy shipping.

The listing has been active for at least three years. The seller
goes into a great deal of wording to attempt to justify the price.
The catalog price is $70,000 as noted in Scott’s 2023. This list
ing is at best outrageous and more accurately a gross misguided
attempt to cash in big on something that is not valued that high!
As of early December of 2022, 43 copies have been registered.
What do you think?

Lot description “U.S: MINT #804 BLK/4 W/FULL GUTTER TOP
& BOTTOM, HINGE REINFORCED GUM?”. Offered for $45 with
sesresecesd free shipping. Further information provided in the listing; “AS
vvvsssssssd SEEN IN THE PHOTO, 2 PAIRS FROM DIFFERENT SHEETS
PUT TOGETHER TO MAKE AN INTERESTING EXHIBIT
ITEM.”

There is a 14-day return policy with the buyer paying return postage.

This charming little nugget has made another appearance on a popu
ceesssssnsshesssessesed lar online website. The first time was about a year ago. If memory
is correct the seller listed the item twice and then stopped. Now it is
back to pollute the philatelic ecosystem.

Is this even possible? The short answer is no. There is absolutely no
way this item was ever created in the production process used during
S e te e ez sy e T a the Prexy Era. It is impossible to have two gutters separated by two
stamps; the minimum distances between gutters for the Prexy issues
are 10 stamps in the horizontal or vertical direction. This item is
misguided attempt to make something that looks real. To a novice it
might pass the smell test, but to anyone that has even a modicum of

knowledge it fails spectacularly. The simple fact is if this piece ever was included in an exhibit, it would be laughed at.
No serious exhibitor (regardless of the sellers’ comments) would touch this — even as a joke.

This does beg the question — “Why are things like this allowed?” It is clearly an attempt to fool a person with little
knowledge of the production process.
