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Henri Bourassa was born in Montréal Sept. 1, 1868. He died there Aug. 31, 1952.
His family was one of the most prominent in the province of Quebec.
This stamp, Scott #485, was issued on Sept.4, 1968.

How did Henri Bourassa become so famous?

To start with his father, Napoleon Bourassa, was a well- known painter.
Napoleon produced several famous paintings.
The one shown here is called:

“The Legend of the Cradle: The child smiles at the
angels” painted in 1881.

The painting is on display at the National Gallery
of Canada in Ottawa, Ontario.

He is also an APS member and Director
of the Florida Postal History Society (FPHS). His contributions to philately include: past president of
NAPEX; served on the organizing committee for Washington 2006; served as a National WSP Judge;
appointed as the Winton M. Blount Research Chair at the Smithsonian National Postal Museum,; received
a Grand Award for his exhibits— “Bats Masters of the Night” multi-frame exhibit (1998) and “Nitre and
Mining Bureau of the Confederacy” single frame (2009).

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Henri was educated at Montreal's Ecole Polytechnique.
He was then sent to study at Holy Cross College in Worcester, Massachusetts to improve his English
vocabulary.

The Riel Rebellion of 1885

Henri Bourassa knew that Louis David Riel was living
in what is now known as Manitoba, Canada. Riel met the
French and Scottish fur traders who married the native Aboriginal women.
Some Canadians from eastern Canada thought he was a traitor.
They went to confront Riel and a fight ensued.
Riel gave himself up after the fighting. He was convicted of treason and sentenced to be hung by the neck
until dead.

Henri Bourassa was incensed that
Prime Minister Sir John A. Macdonald (shown below)
refused to show mercy by allowing the sentence to be carried out.

Upon close examination it was found that the printing process used to manufacture Canada
Scott # 485 produced multiple variations. The stamp was first engraved with the red images and
then the lithography printing process was used to apply the black ink.

The example below starts with a perfect copy on the left.
From left to right the black ink of his shoulder gets closer to the number “5” and
The far right the black ink actually touches the “5”.

Printing Error (2)

Another oddity was discovered where the black ink was applied lower on the stamp then intended.
The stamp on the left has black ink just over the “BO” in Bourassa and is clearly above the date “1868”.
Follow the stamps from left to right and note the black ink cuts into the “BO” in Bourassa and
covers the “18” in the date “1868”. This is yet another undocumented printing error stamp.

Non-postal issue

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New York Times obituary Sept. 1, 1952
Henri Bourassa was famous enough to have his obituary printed in the New York Times.
Part of the text reads as follows:

“Equally fluent in French and English, Mr. Bourassa shouted his criticisms across the floor
of the House of Commons in a voice so loud as to startle those who heard it for the first time.’

Interesting Covers by Mike Schumacher

Guess it’s just a matter of a curious mind. Another cover that caught my eye. Where is—Quray, Colorado?

The cover is from the Bank of Ouray, Colorado to the ARt
Wisconsin National Bank dated March 19, 1898, with a OTHAT GURORATO.

America”. Ouray’s history dates back to 1876 when it was o ot
incorporated two months after Colorado became a state. It /// 4/4%“{2 { /
is the county seat of Ouray County and it is a “home rule” ; o
municipality. It is located in the San Juan mountains of ////4/

southern Colorado.

Ouray is named after Chief Ouray of the Utes. He was an influential leader of the Northern tribe of the Ute. His
name means “Arrow” in the Ute language. He was a promot-
er of peace and was instrumental in treaty negotiations with
the U.S. government.

The town was originally established by miners seeking
silver and gold in the mountains. In it’s heyday there were
30 active mines in the area. By 1877 it’s population was
{ more than 1000. The railway arrived in 1887 and was a main
means of transportation to the area until 1930, due to the

ncrease use of cars and trucks. The rail line was completely
abandoned in 1953.

Current population is about 900. It’s current Post Office has
& the zip code of 81427. It is now mainly a tourist town, where
4 people come for the recreational activities. It is surrounded

by mountains on three and half sides of the town and it’s

elevation is about 7800 feet above sea level.

A second interesting cover is postmarked from Irvington, Ind. on May 31, 1894 with an additional fancy cork
cancel, and on the reverse side of the envelope a Terre Haute, Ind. May 31, 1894 postmark.

, Where is Irvington, Ind.?  Irvington is located five
;| miles from downtown Indianapolis, IN. It is the largest
protected historical district in Marion County.

Most of it’s homes were built in the 1800s.

Irvington is named after Washington Irving the American
author and diplomat of the early 19" century.

He wrote such short stories as “Rip Van Winkle” and
“The Legend of Sleepy Hollow”. He also wrote biographies
| of George Washington and Muhammad, as well as several
| histories related to 15" century Spain—about Christopher
Columbus and the Moors.

The Washington Irving influence on the town is obviously it’s month long Halloween Festival.
