‘l" John Bailey has been a CFSC member since February 2013. He has also been an APS member for
more than 50 years! He started collecting in his teens and the first dealer that he would visit was Mr. Lib-
man at Orlando Stamp. He attended Mike Roger’s auctions when Steve Patrick was working there. Steve
informed him and invited him to attend CFSC meetings. Over the years, his philatelic interests included
U.S. mint and used (which he sold), then while in the Air Force stationed in Japan he collected Japan

he is impressed and amazed with the detail and expert knowledge that CFSC members share in their presentations.

Cover Story: Washington—Franklin Coils

Real or Fake?

Let us examine the “real”ity of these philatelic gems. As some of you may be aware, collecting
coils from the Washington — Franklin series can be challenging. Finding well-centered examples is a chore,
but ensuring they are genuine is a must. Otherwise, you will have been duped into spending big bucks for a
fake!

These coils were only produced for a few years starting in late 1908 and continued through early
1922 with the majority issued within the first 10 years. During this time frame, there were many varieties
produced in both the horizontal and vertical coil formats. Without going into detail, they exist with perfora-
tions of 8.5, 10 and 12. The exception is Scott# 459, an imperforate coil. Now add in double-line, single-line
and unwatermarked paper along with issued denominations of 1-cent, 2-cent (different types), 3-cent
(different types), 4-cent, 5-cent and 10-cent and you have a multitude of Scott numbers to spend money on!
By my count, 55 to be exact!

As you will soon learn, obtaining a certificate of authenticity is highly recommended for these
coils, particularly for the early perforated 12 coils and especially for those with a value over $100. Some of
these coils are very rare and cost thousands of dollars. For example, Scott# 356, 388, 389 (the famous Or-
angeburg coil), 449 and 491 to name a few. The Scott catalogue has many warnings regarding coil fakes
whereby individuals take inexpensive imperforates and add perforations along the respective sides or take
less-costly perforated stamps and trim off the perforations along one pair of sides.

Many philatelists collect these coils as single stamps while others prefer pairs, or better yet, joint
line pairs. Faking perforations on pairs is more difficult and less likely but it still has been done, as you will
see in this article. For the untrained collector, this can be a painful hit to your wallet.

Let’s start by examining two genuine coils, a Scott# 351 horizontal and a Scott# 354 vertical.
These are both perf. 12 coils, both certified as the real deal. You will see that the holes have an irregular
shape and contain fibrous paper and not cleanly cut like a razor. The holes align properly and measure a true
perf. 12.

Now let’s check out a bad guy. On the next page is a #352 perf. 12 coil that has obvious signs of a
fake. Of course, this is backed up by a certificate of “not” authenticity!

This is a dead give-away. Usually, reperforated
fakes are closer to measuring correctly than the
poor effort put into this one! Notice on a standard
perforation gauge, the holes quickly become out
of alignment as you traverse down the side
towards the bottom.

Another clue are the holes not being properly aligned be-
tween the two sides. They should be in agreement across
the stamp. This one isn’t even close! A poor job but still
a lesson learned for the collector. Luckily, this isn’t a ter-
ribly expensive coil.

On to coil pairs...

Which one is fake? If you are knowledgeable
on coil fakes or have a keen eye, you will notice that the
violet (3-cent) is the bad apple in the crowd. While it is
true that the colored line separating the stamps in a line
pair can be somewhat blurry, this one is way overdone.
Not to mention that the line between each hole isn’t in
alignment with the next line. The middle line shown by
the arrow is crooked in relation to the bottom line. The
offender certainly could have done a better job to pass
this one off, or at least, have used a ruler!

The following scans show a couple more examples of coil pairs. The first pair, a Scott# 354, looks
to be a legitimate example. The second one compares a known certified 5-cent (blue) pair, Scott# 351 against
a suspect 4-cent (brown) pair, Scott# 350. The edges of the 4-cent coil are rough and not straight. This might
imply trimming of a perforated pair.

(Kiusalas perf gauge)

There are numerous coil fakes in the marketplace. Many dealers unsuspectingly have these coils
amongst their inventory but are unaware of their authenticity. Word to the Wise — Always obtain a Certificate
of Authenticity for U.S. Coil Stamps valued over $100, particularly the Perf. 12 Issues.

Hopefully, this article enlightens the collecting community regarding the “real”ity of early U.S. coil stamps.
For accuracy when attempting to determine perfs the United States Specialist Gauge by Kiusalas (shown
above) should be used as this has the true measurements for what is generally thought af as perf 11 and 12.

Questionable Ebay: #19 A Dollar for Your Thoughts

$5,000+”. Offered for $237. $12 mailing with 14-day return policy. As
a watcher, I was offered the lot for $150.

Scott’s lists a sound used copy at 35 cents. There are no varieties of note with this
issue. It is common and will be so for many hundreds of years — or more!
To think that a hoard of 15,000 of them is worth any amount of money is
a philatelic folly.

The odd part of this listing is the owner is a long-established seller who
should know the market better than that.

Icelandic Postmarks
By: Mike Schumacher

Collecting Icelandic postmarks makes for an interesting aspect of Icelandic philately. Throughout
the course of Icelandic Postal history, there have been a variety of cancelling devices used. The earliest ones
are known as Danskir (D) cancellers, because at the time Iceland was under the sovereignty of Denmark.
Examples include: (D1) : and (D2)

Also known as 3 ring
cancellers - # 1 and
# 236 are common.

The Antiqua (A) and the Grotesk (G) cancellers followed the D cancellers. The Antigua and the Grotesk
cancellers get their names from the lettering style used. Examples include:

From 1903 to the 1930’s (and some locations even later) the Numerastimplar (N) (Number-in-circle)
cancels) replaced the Crown & Posthorn) cancellers.

Things begin to get really interesting starting in 1930, when the Numeral cancellers began to be replaced
with Brurstimplar (B) (Bridge) cancellers. The “B” cancellers have the name of the town on the upper portion
and there are eight design varieties (Bl - B8) and six different styles of dates. See chart below.
