Questionable Ebay: # 21 Here We Go Again.

The listing reads “USA ERROR STAMP 1917 Used Scott#518 $1 violet
brown OFFSET (CROSS SHAPE)”. Offered at $890, with $5 for shipping, re-
turns are NOT accepted. This pretty inexperienced seller (rating of 90 in feed-
back) is the Middle East — far, far away. As I was watching the item the seller
offered me a discount to $549. That still does even close to the true value of the
item. As we saw in the last column, flat plate printing results in ink residuals on
almost every stamp produced. While I will give the seller some credit — this

stamp does have a lot of ink on the back — that makes it worth maybe $10 as a curiosity item. Not valuable in
any way that EFO collectors understand.

Coincidentally I stumbled over another listing that was very similar. The listing reads
“1- US Stamp #518 81 Dollar Franklin. Errors, Freak, Oddities. Mint OG NH Offset”. Offered
at $350 or best offer, free shipping and returns are accepted within 30 days. The experienced
seller goes to some length to rationalize the selling price. The reality is not any different than the
listing detailed above. Not worth anywhere close to what is being asked.

Harding Memorial Stamp (2 cent issue of 1923)

As a fitting tribute to the memory of the late President Warren G. Harding (the 29"
President of the United States) the U.S. Post Office issued for a limited period, a special
Harding memorial stamp of the 2 cent denomination printed in black ink instead of red
ink required by the UPU for international use. Black ink was used for the purpose of it
being a mourning stamp similar to the 1866 Lincoln 15 cent issued after Lincoln’s death.

The Harding memorial stamp is the same shape and design as the 2 cent stamps of the
ordinary series of the 1922-23 and bears the portrait of Warren G. Harding from an etching made from a
photograph within an oval and partly enclosed in a panel which is separated on either side by scrolls. Above
the portrait within a curved panel appears the words “United States postage” in white Roman capital letters.
On a ribbon below the oval is the name “Harding” and under this at the bottom of the stamp appears the word
“Cents”. In both lower corners within ovals with a dark background is the white numeral “2”. In the upper
left-hand corner appears the year 1865 (the year of his birth) and in the upper right-hand corner is the year
1923 (the year of his death). The entire stamp is enclosed within a plain black border.

The Harding memorial stamp was produced on the flat-plate press and first placed on sale on September 1,
1923 (less than a month after his death on August 2, 1923) in Marion, Ohio (Harding’s hometown) and the
District of Columbia. The stamp was printed perf 11, perf 10 and an imperf variety. The initial plan was
for the stamp to be sold for only a period of ninety days. The demand for the stamp however,
was so great that the print run was doubled and the period of sale was extended to February
27, 1924. To respond to the high demand for the stamp, on September 6, 1923, additional
stamps were produced on the Stickney rotary press and sold to the public. Thus, making it
the first stamp printed as both a flat plate and a rotary press stamp. The USPS also issued the
stamp as an imperf variety in sheets of 400 stamps and was placed on sale at the Philatelic
agency on November 15, 1923. So, to fill all of the spaces in your album regarding the
Warren G. Harding 2 cent stamps you will need four varieties of the stamp. (Scott #’s: 610,
611, 612 and 613) # 613 is ultra-rare and has a CV of $35,000.

However, if you are a fan of Warren G. Harding, then you will want to also look at the
Warren G. Harding 1 2 cent 1925 issue designed by Clair Aubrey Huston and engraved by
Frederic Pauling (the Harding profile vignette — the same vignette used on the 1923 2 cent
stamp, where engravers E.M. Hall, J.C. Benzing and E.M. Weeks worked on the frame.)
The stamp was issued on March 19, 1925, this time in brown ink. (Scott #: 631) >>>

But that is not the last appearance of Warren G, Harding on a U.S. stamp. He appears
next in 1930 on a rotary press regular issue series with a full -face view in lieu of the previous
profile view of Harding. The border design of the new stamp was also changed to agree with
the other stamps in the series. The stamp was again printed by rotary press and in brown ink.
The full-face view was considered a more satisfactory view of Harding and conformed to the
design and quality of workmanship of the other stamps in the Presidential series. The stamp
was first placed on sale in sheets with perf 11 by 10.5 and vertical coil perf 10 varieties on E -
December 1, 1930 at the Marion, Ohio Post Office. (Scott #’s: 684 & 686)

Background: Warren G, Harding served as the 29™ President of the United States from March 4, 1921 to
August 2, 1923. He was born, November 2, 1865 in Blooming Grove, Ohio. When he was 5 years old the
family moved to Caledonia where his father was in the newspaper business. He graduated from Ohio Central
College and worked some as a teacher and insurance salesman before he purchased The :
Marion Star and made it a successful newspaper. He married, Florence Kling on July 8, ; UNITED STATES POSTAGE
1891. Running the newspaper, his interests turned to politics. He served as State Senator | [|* X
from 1915 to 1921, when he ran for President of the United States. He ran on the theme of
“return to normalcy” and waged his campaign from his front porch in Marion, Ohio. He
won with 60 percent of the popular vote and 404 electoral votes.

Warren G. Harding appears again on a U.S. stamp on September 29, 1938. >>>>




A First-Class News Article

= ===l As you probably know, on July 14 the cost to mail a letter in the United States went up
again. The increase this time was a full five cents, from 68 to 73 cents for a first-class letter up to an ounce.
This ties the largest increase (measured in cents) when on January 27, 2019, the cost of a stamp went from
fifty to fifty five cents. But it is nowhere close to the largest percentage increase. The increase this month was
only 7%. Imagine the inflationary anxiety and sticker shock when mailing a letter spiked by 50% on July 6,
1932, when first class postage went from 2 to 3 cents. Of course that day began an amazing period of postal
stability as there was no increase for 26 years, until 1958. Stability is certainly not our situation today. Since
July 10, 2022, postage rates have gone from 60 to 63 to 66 to 68 to 73 cents. Why has this happened so
quickly?

One factor, probably the main factor, is the shrinking volume of First Class and other classes of letter
mail. In 2001, the volume of First Class mail was over 103 Billion (That’s Billion with a B) pieces. That was
the high mark. The volume of first class letters in 2023 was only about 46 Billion—less than half. As a kid, this
budding philatelist would run to the mailbox to see what stamps came. It is rare today to see a stamped letter
in my box. If | do, it is usually from a stamp dealer, fellow collector, or a postcard advertising a stamp show.
Occasionally it is from a regular person, but most regular people send an email or a text message.

Other factors to discuss would be bloated pensions, government mandated inefficiencies, transporta-
tion and insurance costs, and overhead expenses. But that’s not something to write home about.

If you would ask one of those aforementioned regular people how much it costs to mail a letter, you
would probably get a blank stare. Very few know that the first ounce of a first class letter is 73 cents, with
each additional ounce adding 28 cents, and that a post card now costs 56 cents. This
ignorance of postal rates is mostly due to non-use of the service, but another cause
would be the introduction of the “forever stamp.” The first “forever stamps” were is-
sued in 2010, and cost 44 cents.

If you had bought and saved a forever stamp for 44 cents it would be worth 73 cents
today (postal use value, not collectible value). You would have achieved a 4.3% annu-
al increase—better than inflation but not as good as an average mutual fund (nearly
8% per year in the last fifteen years). Good investment? Yes, but only if you like
stamps. The only time a forever stamp ever went down in value was in April 2016,
when the cost went down from 49 to 47 cents. Ten months later it was back to 49.

At one time it seemed like buying lots of forever stamps was a good idea, but S8 SN
as more and more of our commerce and communication is done electronically, how S Ermere | o § e
much use will we have for stamps in five or ten years?

One aspect of the postal system that is on the increase is
parcel delivery. USPS is competitive with FedEx and UPS, and
has the infrastructure and processes to do a very good job. Mer-
chandise purchased online has to be delivered, and the USPS is
ready to say, “We deliver for you!” If you ever get a package from
me, it is going to have dozens of stamps on it in order to make up
the rate. | think the clerks at my local post office cringe when they
see me walk in. They are probably relieved when they see | have
weighed the shipment at home, calculated the price online, affixed
proper postage, and tallied the numbers and denominations of
stamps used on a Post-it note. The first time, they usually count
| every stamp. After a time or two, they know they can trust me.

What they don'’t like, probably, is when | use a lot of
nondenominated stamps. That’s a different article for a different
time.
