 William E. Clarke acquired Hunt’s Remedy May 9, 1872 and began his advertising campaign for 
the unique remedy. The main ingerdent was dogbane, a traditional Native American treatment for edema, 
swelling caused by too much fluid trapped in the body's tissues, mainly in the legs. He also promoted it as a 
cure-all for diseases of the kidneys, bladder, liver, and urinary organs.  
 
 In 1880, he commissioned the National Bank Note Company to engrave and print 9,000 copies of 
the 3¢ private die medicine stamp on watermarked 191R paper (Figure 2 left, Scott #RS56). The 3¢ paid the 
federal excise tax on a 75¢ bottle of his miracle cure and, like all private die stamps, afforded a terrific oppor-
tunity to advertise at the same time. 
 
 In the same year, the Internal Revenue issued 115,000 copies of the 6¢ private die medicine stamp 
on watermarked 191R paper (Figure 2 right, Scott #RS57) which covered the amount of tax on a $1.75 bottle 

of Hunt’s Remedy.

 The stamp below is one of 15 stamps in the 1900s Celebrate the Century set issued February 3, 
1998, which includes a design recreating the 19th-century medicine revenue stamp (RS56). It clearly shows a 
deadly skeleton battling a man holding a bottle of a Hart’s Remedy cure-all drug (Scott #3182f). The stamp 
celebrated the 1906 Pure Food and Drug Act (Figure 3). allegorical vision of Death being slain by a bottle of

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  HEIDELBACH - ICKELHEIMER COVER

Stuck inside a bin at Renniger’s 
flea market with a random stash 
of stamps and ephemera was the 
pictured piece. Measuring 14.5 
inches by 8.5 inches, it is the 
front of what was a large enve-
lope mailed from London to New 
York. The plastic sleeve holding 
it had an old price tag of $40.00, 
so at one time a dealer or antique 
store proprieter thought it was a 
pretty neat piece. Who knows if 
the piece was purchased for that 
price? 
 Thirteen postmarks 
read, “REGISTERED 19 FEB 
40” and something illegible on 
the bottom. One note stamp in 
purple reads “Supposed liable to customs duty” and one also in purple reads contrarily: "U.S. CUSTOMS 
FREE OF DUTY N.M.” Again some text at the bottom is illegible. 
  
 It is addressed to “Messrs Heidelbach Ickelheimer, 49. Wall Street, New York, USA.” A pencil   
notation reads “$33 new, 25c to 50c now” to the top right of addressee. There is nothing on the back, since, as 
I mentioned, the front has been cut off from the envelope. 
 
 There are nineteen British postage stamps adorning this cover. Scott number 240 (3 pence) is valued 
at 80c in Scott 2019. Three number 249 (2 shilling and 6 pence), valued at $9 each but one is folded and      
apparently torn. Fifteen number 251 (10 shilling), which are valued at $22.50 each but one is folded and torn 
and one has the top right corner torn off. All bear the profile of King Edward VIII. 
 
 According to Wikipedia, Heidelbach, Ickelheimer, and Co. specialized in foreign currency ex-
change. The firm was part of “Our Crowd”, an “interlinked group of Wall Street investment banks founded by 
German Jewish bankers in the last half of the 19th Century.”   
 
 On March 14, 1941, the following headline appeared in the New York Times:  

HEIDELBACH BANK IS IN LIQUIDATION; One of Three Old-Line Private 
Banking Firms Left in Wall St. Out of Business ASSETS PUT AT 
$10,245,311 Liabilities to Be Assumed by Commercial National -- Two 
Partners Will Retire 

 The article goes on to explain: “The old-line private banking firm of Heidelbach, Ickelheimer Co., 
one of the three still left in Wall Street, announced yesterday that, after the recent death of Henry R. Ickel-
heimer, senior partner, the firm was being liquidated. Founded in 1876, it played an important part in the inter-
national banking field.”  
 
 The question that fascinates me is this: What would have been so valuable in 1940 to require over 

156 British Shillings postage? Was it a deed to property? A big amount of cash, securities, stock certificates? 

In today’s valuations, if my calculation is correct, that means the postage was well over $600. Whatever was 
contained in this envelope, it was not enough to keep the bank in business. Today, through myriad mergers and 

acquisitions, the assets of Heidelbach, Ickelheimer, and Company are part of the modern finance giant Bank of 

America. Anyone have any speculation?

OPA Token

OPA stands for Office of Price Administration 

  

 The Office of Price Administration used OPA stamps, coins, and chits for rationing.  

 Items that were rationed included canned goods, meats, sugar, coffee, tires, gas and more. 

 OPA tokens were used for rationing during WWII.  OPA tokens used by retailers to give  

 change back for food bought with ration stamps. 

 

 OPA tokens are either red or blue in color.  Red OPA’s are a lot more common than blue 

 ones.  Blue tokens were used for processed foods and red tokens were used for meats and  

 Fats.  There are 30 different known red tokens and about 24 known blue tokens. 

 

 Blue ones read: OPA Blue Point 1 (with two different letters) and the red ones read: OPA  

 Red Point (with two different letters).  Both have certain letters more valuable than the rest. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

       Both the red and blue OPA’s have certain ones that are more valuable than the rest.  

 The hardest letter combinations to locate are MV, WC, WH and MM. MV ones have  

 gone for a little as $125 and much as $250.00 on eBay. OPA’s were last used in 1945.  

 Red OPAs may have been used in December of 1944.    Considering that a minimum of  

 900,000,000 blue and 1 billion reds were made, they are a lot rarer than you might think. 

 These are considered part of the ration and coin collection area of BoB (Back of Book)  

 topics.
