Update From Previous Presentations
Personalized Computer Printed Labels

» Why some |labels are listed in the Scott Specialized Catalogue of United Stafes Stamps &
Covers and others not listed.

» Determined that only those issued by STAMPS.COM are listed

» No Other company’s labels individually listed
» STAMPS.COM website provided two options for the indicum to be printed on the label
» FEither use a picture from the ones provided by the company on the website

» Or upload your own picture

» Scott used the pictures from the company website for this section of the catalogue

» Created a new category number #CVP## where the number in front was a
company number and the number after the P was a sequence number.

® This numbering system matched the system developed for telegraph stamps (#T# #)
=» STAMPS.COM was assigned the number 1
» Never followed-up on this listing by creating numbers for other companies

» |[f the picture was not on the website, no sequence number was assigned

» Thus have some STAMPS.COM labels with numbers, others do not

Some Background

Machines printed cards in sheets of four and only on the side on
witch the indicum was printed (will show examples later)

Back side was preprinted with a predetermined design (will show
later)

Test machines initially installed in Merrifield County, Virginia reaching
16 different locations

The experiment gradually expanded to other locations in the
greater Washington DC, San Diego and Denver areas for a total of
171 machines

Started on July 5, 1990 and lasted until September 16, 1993
Each card had an unique identifier code found under the indicum

> 2L64 (1948) MNH -- $1,750 (!!)

* Total 2023 Scott catalog value of that Vance Auctions lot:
>$2,681 (!!)
> The $350 | paid for the lot is now only 13% of its catalog
value

* Sergio Sismondo is no longer with us.. ..
> My expertizing certificates were probably among the
last he completed

* In my last telephone conversation with him he said he
planned to ask Scott to revise and/or enhance its
description of the difference between these two stamps

>But | have no information about whether Scott plans
to make any changes

> The 2023 Scott catalog still has that incorrect cross-
reference to “2L65” in its note below the 1947 set
