On October 24, 1872
further offices were opened at Aguadilla, Arroyo, Mayaguez and

Ponce.Naguabo was added three years later.

Great Britain stamps were used from 1865 to 1877.A small number of
letters appear to have used the San Juan postal agency between 1866 and
1873 due to various natural disasters and the hostile attitude of the

local authorities. All the British Agencies closed on May 1, 1877.

The truth is, the maill carriage had problems.

Prior to 1840, letters were given to boat captains.

The receilver was expected to pay for the letters.

Captains were also refusing to deliver the matil.

To rectify the situation Sir Rowland Hill invented the use of
the postage stamp forcing the sender to pay for the letters to
be deliver.

Puerto Rico just as most of the important world ports, was
doing business with the British ships for years.

When the concept of postage stamps was created Puerto Rico
embraced the change

No real international mail delivery system was available.

In 1844 the British Consular office in San Juan commence to use the
system.

At this time Spain was not using any delivery system.

Spain issued its first Stamp in 1850.

Cuba, Philippines and Puerto Rico did not received stamps from Spain
until 1856, and local post offices were created.

The British Offices Abroad were controlling the world postal services,
After all they created the system that i1s used till this day.

Stanley Gibbons mention the problems that was promoted between Puerto
Rico postal office and the British postal office.

The reality was that Spain was competing with the British and French
fleet with no success.

In late 1872 and early 1873 the british and the local Puertorican
authorities negotiated a deal, based on Spain internal disputes.

From 1858 to about 1865 some British ships carried number cancels; the cancels A79 to A99, B0O3, B12, Bl6 to
B18, B27 to B30, B56 to B57, B61 and C79 seem to have been used for this purpose, examples: A79-A87; A88
(China), A92 (Halifax, Nova Scotia) and A39 (Sydney. New South Wales).

Other numeral cancels are: B31: Sierra Leone. B53: Mauritius, B54: Seychelles, British Naval Stations in
Mauritius and Seychelles: B62 and B64, C29: Jarrow and F89: Savanilla (Colombia).

‘The cancel C43 was later used on Peruan stamps, 1 have seen it as late as 1900.
